“God is like a television set: Everyone is tuned in to him, but we may not all be watching the same channel,” says Piech. “Some churches are Catholic, others are Lutheran, Protestant, Baptist, Jewish, Mormon, or Episcopalian. Some people and churches have no specific affiliation at all but go to services and proclaim God's name. It doesn't matter: What matters is that God is present in our lives, we're tuned in to his message, we hear and proclaim God's message, and God works through us during our everyday lives. And, if you aren't tuned in, you're missing out on something great,” she adds.
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Kum-buy-yah.com will never spam a church members’ membership. She says that responsibility is the churches’ job. In addition, kum-buy-yah.com will offer publicity support, such as emails, guidance and artwork, to its churches to help promote the fundraiser.  

“Kum-buy-yah.com is one of the only online fundraisers and affinity programs that is specifically targeted to the Christian community with its product line,” she said. “It offers a significant amount of return to churches, little effort on the churches’ part and is 100 percent web-based.
