· XML can be exploited as the vehicle to exchange data with DARS and COTS architecting tools 

Specifically, the AIPP will demonstrate that:

· DoDAF conformant architectures can be built using COTS tools (generate)

· Architecture products and data can be exported from COTS tools in CADM-XML form and stored in the DARS (export)

· COTS tools can import CADM XML files and visualize DoDAF conformant architecture products and data (import and visualize)

· Architecture data can be exchanged among tools without the need for intermediate translation or transformation (round trip exchange)

“As a pioneer in development of data exchange languages, Wizdom is proud to be part of this pilot and looking forward to the next steps”, said John Conway, Wizdom’s chief data base engineer.

Wizdom is basing its AIPP commitment on the introduction of WizdomWorks! ProcessWorks! 6.1 which it is introducing at CISA.
