1. The GoodbyeSpam product and commission structure

GoodbyeSpam is the only Spam filter that works with any kind of e-mail account users may have:  POP3, IMAP, AOL, Hotmail, Juno, MSN, Microsoft Outlook, and Yahoo!. 
GoodbyeSpam is compatible with Windows, Mac OS, Linux, Unix, or even on a PDA. It runs in an Internet browser window, and can be used on several email accounts at once.
GoodbyeSpam lets users establish a list of addresses that are automatically approved and allowed in their in-box. Users can then set up another list of addresses or domain names that are

unwanted and not allowed. When e-mail arrives, all messages from non-approved addresses are quarantined. 

Then, GoodbyeSpam sends a message to the original sender asking them to click an embedded link to get on the user's approved list.

According to experts, most spammers either use fake email addresses for sending their spam, and never receive these verification messages; or they don't have the time or capability to deal with them, so their mail won't get through. A legitimate sender is more likely to click the link to make sure the intended recipient sees their message.

GoodbyeSpam is available in a home version that costs $2.99 per month, billed on a quarterly basis. For each additional email address serviced, a $1.00 additional monthly fee applies. A

professional version is also available at a slightly higher cost, and supports an unlimited number of e-mail accounts.

2. Who is the GoodbyeSpam customer?

One of the great things about GoodbyeSpam is that all sorts of people are using email and desperately need a solution to filter spam. Between home, office, and school email accounts, there are hundreds of millions of inboxes in the U.S. alone.
And GoodbyeSpam can help all of these people to free up space in their inboxes, avoid spam viruses, and protect kids from adult content.

According to Jupiter Communications, nearly 12 billion email messages will be sent every day in 2001. That number has only gotten bigger over the years.

Also, the average number of email messages per day is 32, up 84% per year. Jupiter Communications also projects that spending on commercial email will balloon to $7.3 billion in 2005 from $164 million in 1999. 

Lastly, 24% of users would be willing to pay an incremental for spam blocking, according to the Gartner Group.

So basically, every visitor to your site and every subscriber to your newsletter is a great prospect for the GoodbyeSpam free trial. It’s a product that crosses all demographics and addresses a need of all email users.
3. Eight things every GoodbyeSpam affiliate should know
There are certain things that all GoodbyeSpam affiliates should do to increase their chances of generating registrations and earning commissions from GoodbyeSpam (and other affiliate programs).

Get a Domain Name
You should have your own domain name. This gives your site better visibility with the search engines and directories, as well as credibility and recognition that come with your own URL (web address) instead of an extension of someone else's.

You can promote the GoodbyeSpam affiliate program from a free web site, but you will create a more professional image if you have your own domain name. These days, you can get a domain for one year for less than $10. My personal favorite domain registrar is GoDaddy.com.

Pick a Web Site Theme
One of the reasons for joining affiliate programs is to make money. You earn commissions from the traffic you attract to your site. So, a theme for your site should be chosen that will attract a fair amount of visitors to your site - visitors that would have an interest in the advertisers you feature. Fortunately, GoodbyeSpam appeals to all of the folks that will visit your site. (

Target Your Market
When you try to sell to everyone, you end up selling to no one. If you are serious about making money with affiliate programs, you must find a market niche and target it. You must know your visitors, or the market you intend to attract. To this end, you need to choose affiliate programs whose products or services match the audience you attract to your site. This is not as difficult as it seems.

Your task is to create content that attracts those interested in your chosen subject on a regular basis, and feature affiliate links that make sense with this content.

Focus, Focus, Focus
Many affiliates make the mistake of joining dozens (or hundreds!) of programs with little regard to their audience. They figure the more programs they join, the more money they can make.

Unfortunately, the opposite is true. Frequently, you will see sites that just have a splash page consisting of little more than banner links from dozens of affiliate programs. Sites like these, known as "banner farms," do not succeed in earning money. Not only do they not attract traffic, but they have little chance of converting the traffic into sales.

Join only a few complimentary affiliate programs, and concentrate on providing attractive content that will generate traffic and sales.

Keep Your Site Simple
One of the best ways to drive visitors away from a site, once they come to it, is to load it up with heavy graphics, animations, sounds, plug-ins, and other bells and whistles that slow down the download time of the site.

If generating revenue is the prime purpose of your site, then site content that loads fast and offers true value without gimmicks is a top priority. Another key decision in your site design is banner and text link placement. Putting these at the top of pages will result in more hits and click-throughs. Always emphasize the KISS method: Keep It Simple, Stupid!

Market Your Site
It goes without saying that the 'if you build it, they will come' strategy of web marketing does not work.

You must market your site. This includes getting well indexed in the search engines and directories, advertising in ezines and newsletters, and participating in newsgroups and discussion lists. In addition, start your own newsletter or ezine, and promote your site in the signature files of each and every e-mail you send out.

Keep It Fresh
Your visitors want a fresh, topical site. It is essential that you constantly revise your site and site content. Whether you are trying to sell your visitors on the GoodbyeSpam free trial, or any other product or service, success requires more than just posting an ad on your site.

You have to pre-sell an offer, and place it within the context of your site. And this context – or content – must be refreshed frequently to continue to attract repeat visitors. This is important; because most products are not purchased the first time a consumer sees an offer. It may take several impressions before they make a buying decision.

Build an Opt-in E-mail List
An opt-in email list is one of the most powerful Internet marketing tools around. Using a list to contact site visitors, who have opted to receive it, gives you a chance to offer products or services, and entice visitors to return to make a purchase or perform an action that will generate revenue.

You can use this opportunity to promote the benefits of a product or service. Please note - spamming (sending unsolicited commercial e-mail to people that have not opt-ed-in to your e-mail list) is forbidden.
