Location: For the safety of the residents, Safe Harbor is in an undisclosed location in a quiet safe residential neighborhood in Henrico County with easy access to public transportation.

Service Area: While Henrico residents have first priority, we serve the greater Richmond area and the surrounding counties.

Length of Stay: Average stay is 30-45 days.  Longer stays may be granted in special circumstances.

Capacity: Safe Harbor has space for 8 residents at a time.
