The February 12th event will feature 30 visual artists including video installation artist Robert Drummond who will integrate his work with site-specific architecture, sculptural components, and interactive video.Painter Joy Mallari whose paintings are a representation of the time between now and before. She combines several dimensions and time frames in her paintings, which allows the viewer to ponder on intervals and create meaningful links between these seemingly random images. Using erotic undertones, Steven Janssens' work is sculptural and somewhat architectural. Combining line, form and color, the results are rhythmic and quite harmonial. F x D, is a performance installation piece by the multi-media design studio Oidem.
