When I got my copy I was delighted with the quality of the book - the artwork is bright and very cheerful. The cover is very attractive and will interest anyone, especially the kids it's intended for.

It's a great read-aloud-with-your-child book, and the text is in fun rhymes and is yet kept simple enough for, I'd say, ages 2 to 4.

One of the things that struck me was how well balanced the book is between text and graphics - this will keep any child interested throughout the fun story - and the pre-reading child will easily be able to follow along as you read it to them from the graphics alone, and taking their first steps at learning to count as a fun experience.
