A delightful text that will give hope and strength to women everywhere, Soulmate Logic could well become as ubiquitous as “He’s Just Not That Into You.” Its staying power, as can be predicted from the wisdom within its pages, is sure to defy the critics’ urge toward labeling this new tome a trend.
