What can MobiPoints do?  Kameleon MobiPoints®, strategically placed in the environment, enable on-the-go mobile phone users to reach targeted rich content on the internet easily with just one click.
Promotional material like movie billboards, out-of home media, and point of sale displays with attached MobiPoints® can, with one-click, send the mobile user to a trailer, let him know what nearby theatres are screening the film, tell him how many seats are available for the next performance, and offer him a coupon good for a reduced rate ticket…..with Kameleon, the mobile user can even purchase the tickets over his mobile!  
How do MobiPoints work?  Battery powered MobiPoints, continuously give off a radio signal that can be picked up by a Bluetooth mobile phone. If the user wants to communicate via MobiPoint, he must elect to receive the signal. It is not “pushed at him like annoying spam. The signal from the MobiPoint tells the mobile “where to go on the internet” to get the related info.
What does the mobile user need?  All the mobile user needs is a Bluetooth-enabled, internet-capable handset and the Kameleon MobiPoint Application.

How does a first time user get the Kameleon MobiPoint Application?

First time users can easily download the Kameleon MobiPoint application (30k) directly to their mobiles by using an sms code; instructions are affixed to the MobiPoint location. It’s as easy as downloading a ringtone! First time users can also go to the internet on their computer, learn more about MobiPoint and  access the application and download it using their Bluetooth connection or directly via a wire connection. (Banner ads, strategically placed on the web and on Advertiser’s web-sites will increase awareness and use.) NOTE: MobiPoint availability can also be included in the Advertiser’s print and newspaper advertising.
Is there a “cost” to the Mobile User? Yes. Each time a user requests information related to a MobiPoint, there is a data charge to the users account from his mobile carrier.  Data accounts are now common, and most carriers charge a monthly fixed rate.
What are the costs to an Advertiser? There are three “costs”:
1. The MobiPoint. This is the cost of the hardware.

2. The Content Creation. This is the cost of what the user sees and interacts with.

3. Licensing, Hosting and Reporting. This is the cost of using the service, maintaining the content on the internet, and delivering a monthly report of location usage, number of clicks, etc.
What are the Advertiser benefits with MobiPoint?  Advertiser benefits are:
1. Enhancing the value of the Out of Home Media budget.

2. Interacting Out of Home with interested customers.

3. Delivering product/service special offers closer to the point of purchase.

4. Providing information beneficial to consumers related to not only the product, but the location of the MobiPoint.

How often can an Advertiser change content?  Content can be changed, modified, updated, etc. on a daily, weekly, or monthly basis; all of which can allow the Advertiser the opportunity to focus more keenly on a particular point.

Can MobiPoints work everywhere? Almost. The only restriction on location is that the user must be able to reach an internet connection. Underground metro systems for example are only accessible if the infrastructure is “wired” for internet accessibility. Systems like Paris are “wired”. Systems like London are not yet accessible. (We offer a MobiPoint Memory product for underground applications where internet connection is unavailable.)
Who has Bluetooth-enabled mobiles in the USA? There are two primary markets: On the Go Business People and HIP kids (18-24).
How many Bluetooth-enabled mobiles in the United States are currently capable of using MobiPoint? It is estimated that today, nearly 20% of all US mobiles are Bluetooth enabled. Half of these are licensed to carriers that allow them to reach the internet. In 18 months there will be a Bluetooth penetration of approximately 40% of all mobiles.
