Sound Health Research Institute, established in 1997, is a non-profit research institution dedicated to the study of the frequencies of the human voice and the effects of low frequency analog sound presentation on human physiology.  This seminal work, BioAcoustic Biology, is just now getting the attention of Ohio's government supported research agencies. Omeris, an Ohio non-profit organization designed to build and accelerate bioscience industry, research and education has recognized that Sound Health, through the work of Sharry Edwards "has brought a revolutionary idea to the forefront of the Bioscience Community."   Omeris was established, in part, by Senator George Voinovich of Ohio.
