 Matt Morris’s Life Summary:

Matt Morris grew up in Arlington, Texas, where at the age of four his parents divorced. At the age of five, his alcoholic father broke into his mother’s house and murdered her boyfriend in front of her and he subsequently went to prison. Mr. Morris’s mom decided that despite all of her tragedy, she would go back to school when Matt was about eight and they survived on food stamps while living in a garage apartment. Finally, he decided he wanted to start a company that would help others develop themselves into the person they desired. He then decided to start Success University which has become the #1 most visited personal development Web site on the Internet with 14,000 students in 146 countries around the world, with a gross well over $1,000,000 in sales and can be valued at several million dollars. Counting the company as one of his assets he is now considered to be a millionaire at the age of 29.
