Sharry Edwards is the recognized leader in the emerging field of BioAcoustic Biology and Human BioAcoustic Vocal Profiling.  Edwards pioneered and developed the theories that have been recognized and incorporated by many health care researchers as they attempt to improve our present health care system using frequency based modalities.  
As the dedicated and tenacious leader of the Sound Health Research Institute located in Albany, Ohio, USA, Edwards strives to establish Self Health as a basic human right. She is, and will become known as, the Architect of the Mathematical Matrix for Sound Health.  
Among other accolades, Edwards has received the Scientist of the Year award from the International Forum on New Science and the O’Spurgeon English Humanitarian Award (along with former first lady Betty Ford and John Forbes Nash, the subject of the film, Beautiful Mind).
