These limited edition necklaces are made with cherry quartz and a mother of pearl flower pendant. They are all hand wire-wrapped with sterling silver wire. The larger mother of pearl flower pendant (the exact replica of the one featured on Top Model) is approximately 2" from top to bottom whereas the smaller is about 1½". This necklace is approximately 18½" but can be made a little smaller upon request.
