They have also expressed that smelling the fumes and seeing the soot that the airplanes leave behind every time they fly over their home has them concerned for their family’s welfare.  

Eufemio is a great role model for his children.  He works as a cook six days a week, and still finds time to participate in PTA meetings at his daughters’ schools.  Mr. and Mrs. Gonzalez volunteer more than thirty hours a year at their daughters’ schools.  It is important to them that their children grow to understand the importance of having a strong work ethic and solid family values.  Sandra, the oldest daughter, has truly taken this to heart.  She gained recognition for her work ethic by her employer El Camino College by being nominated as employee of the month.  

Sandra is active in numerous school clubs and community organizations. At her school, she was the vice president of fundraising for her graduation and was secretary of the music club.  Having been on the honor roll for 4 consecutive years, Sandra is one of the top five students in her school.  Her goal is to attend Harvard and study to be a lawyer.  Sandra has also been involved in her community by tutoring other children and being a chaperone the last 9 years at special events for the Epilepsy Foundation.
