BISHOP PHILLIP A. BROOKS

Because Bishop Brooks understands that the biblical definition of PRAISE means to answer God, or respond to God's goodness, his life is a commitment to praise & worship…
Bishop P.A. Brooks is a native of Chicago, Illinois and a fourth generation product of the Church of God in Christ.  He is the founding pastor of New St. Paul Tabernacle Church of God in Christ, in Detroit, Michigan; Prelate of the Northeast Michigan Jurisdiction and member of the General Board (Presidium) of the Church of God in Christ. Bishop Brooks can be heard daily on Detroit’s popular WMUZ 1340 AM and seen each Sunday morning on WKBD-CW, broadcasting the March of Faith radio and television programs. 

Although Bishop Brooks is a well rounded musician with gifts and talents ranging from strings, to key board and organ, he considers himself to be a worshiper, rather than a “music artist”.  He organized the Northeast Michigan State Choir in the early 1950s which traveled extensively performing live concerts and recorded an album entitled Reach the Heart.  The LP featured such gospel greats as Tessie Hill; Michael Walker; Columbus Mann; Lovest McCastle; Dorothy Powell; Ruth Bugby; Carrie Martin; Curtis Lewis; Ralph Long; Dorothy King; Jean Jones Anderson; and Rev. A.M. Smith, on Vee Jay recording label.  The Northeast State Choir is still going strong today. 

After conducting and leading worship services during the International Holy Convocation, in Memphis, Tennessee, for many years, the parishioners and delegates continued to request that he record the beautiful songs and choruses which he sang.  The loving demand encouraged Bishop Brooks and the congregation of New St. Paul Tabernacle to record the internationally acclaimed Praise and Worship CD, known as Bishop Brooks Live in Praise (March of Faith Records).
In October, 2006 Bishop Brooks was inducted in to the International Gospel Music Hall of Fame and Museum among gospel elite, such as Shirley Ceasar, Aretha Franklin, Bishop Jameson, Mighty Clouds of Joy, Kurt Carr, Take 6, Dr. Iris Stevenson and more.
His newest project, Alive in Praise 2 will pick up the musical momentum where his 1st recording, Live in Praise left off, and will be released from his March of Faith Recording label, in November 2006.
