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Research Information

Kristin is currently writing a research paper on the benefits of soy wax candles and the potential dangers of paraffin wax.  A brief summary follows:

In 2001, the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) reported that burning "candles" releases1:

· Particulate matter in the form of black soot

· Several harmful toxins

The report did not state "paraffin" wax candles, but this was extrapolated since the chemicals detected during testing are known chemicals used in the processing of paraffin wax.  

Black soot can cause property damage by blackening, walls, ceilings and carpets1.  The black soot particles are small and can potentially penetrate the deepest areas of the lungs, but further research has not been done on the subject1.  
Another study tested paraffin wax candles and soy wax candles for soot emissions.  The result showed a 90 percent decrease in the amount of soot produced by soy wax candles vs. paraffin wax candles2.

The EPA report also stated as a worse case scenario that exposure to three harmful chemicals occurs when burning paraffin candles.  In addition, a 1999 independent research study from the University of Florida tested 91 candles and found up to 10 additional chemical emissions3.  Some of the chemicals found range from probable to known cancer-causing chemicals for animals and humans.  

More About Paraffin 

Paraffin is the grayish-black sludge leftover from petroleum refinery processing. Most of the candles on the market today are made with paraffin wax. 

As a natural alternative to paraffin wax candles, Naturally Elegant offers 100 percent pure soy candles. Our candles are designed to:

· Emit as little soot as possible when burning

· Burn completely without wasted leftover wax 

· Smell fabulous, whether burning or not

There are many benefits to soy wax candles as a natural alternative to paraffin wax candles.  Soy wax:

· Burns clean, with little carbon build-up. Soy wax candles produce about 90 percent less black soot in the form of small particles that may potentially enter your lungs. 

· Is a non-petroleum, renewable resource. 

· Is biodegradable. 

· Contributes to the reduction of our dependency on crude oil, as paraffin is a by-product of petroleum processing.

· Is made predominantly from domestically grown crops supporting U.S. farmers and our economy. 

· Burns longer and cooler than paraffin candle waxes. 

· Cleans up with soap and hot water. 

· Is environmentally friendly, promoting the growth and care of the environment by utilizing plants.

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Tips for Buying and Using Candles 
When purchasing or using candles, avoid the following:

· Candles that simply state "soy" on the label. If the candle does not state "100 percent soy," it likely contains other additives, possibly paraffin wax. 100 percent soy is extremely difficult to work with, so many companies add paraffin wax to increase fragrance or enhance appearance. 

· Colored candles.  Naturally Elegant has found that synthetic dyes contribute to the release of black soot. We have eliminated synthetic dyes from our soy candles.  

· Trimming wicks every time you burn your candle.  When a candle is made properly, it is not necessary to trim wicks with every use.  Naturally Elegant suggests trimming their candles’ wicks only if smoking occurs.  Trimming wicks too short may result in unconsumed wax.  

· Pillars or tapers that say "soy" candle. Soy is a soft wax and cannot be made into a freestanding pillar or taper. Paraffin wax may be used as the main ingredient, with a very small amount of soy added. Opt for beeswax tapers and pillars as a natural alternative.
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
