	Overview:


	Situated just 48 miles off the coast of South Florida on the quaint Bahamian island of North Bimini lies the new Bimini Bay Resort + Casino. It features 96 vacation rentals comprised of condominiums, loft-like treehouses and single family homes.  The resort also offers a full-service marina, infinity pool, grille, Swedish and Thai massage services, children’s playground and a fine dining restaurant overlooking the ocean.  
Real estate opportunities are available, including direct oceanfront lots and exclusive home sites on the resort’s private island.  Plans are underway for a Fisherman’s Village, Conrad Hotel, casino, spa, Robert Trent Jones, Jr.-designed links golf course, second private island and an additional marina that will accommodate mega yachts.



	Destination:


	This locale, lovingly referred to as the Islands in the Stream by Ernest Hemingway, is located at the point where the Gulf Stream meets the Great Bahama Bank and is heralded as the bonefish and big-game fishing capital of the world. Discovered in the 1500’s by Ponce de Leon in his quest for the Fountain of Youth, this colorful island’s abundance of white-sand beaches and crystal clear waters continues to attract yachting and watersport enthusiasts searching for a relaxing haven that offers something for the whole family. Temperatures range from the low to mid-70s during the winter and low to mid-80s during the summer months.


	The Resort:
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Resort (cont’d):


	Accommodations - The Bahamian-inspired architecture of Bimini Bay Resort’s condominiums, treehouses and homes showcase the color palettes reflective of the ocean and flowers native to the island.  Painted in tropical hues of green, blue, peach, yellow, pink and turquoise and accented with white windows, railings and doors, all units offer water views of the Atlantic Ocean and/or Bimini Bay.  Accommodations are elegantly appointed and some offer full-service kitchens.
Marina – Bimini Bay Resort’s full-service marina has 136 floating boat slips.  It also features its own Customs & Immigration office allowing guests to tie up and clear customs immediately.  The Bahamian government recently completed an environmentally-friendly dredging of the Bimini Bay harbor, resulting in a new channel that can accommodate mega yachts.
Dining – Casa Lyon is a stand-alone fine dining restaurant is Mediterranean in design and offers Caribbean fusion cuisine.  Guests can enjoy stunning views of the ocean from the interior or outside on its well-appointed patio and deck.  The restaurant’s interiors include natural stone floors, contemporary colonial furnishings, chic onyx-top bar and accessories intricately decorated with shells.  Casa Lyon will offer room service, in-home catering and private dinners and tastings prepared by Executive Chef Kermit Mackey.

Infinity Pool – offering magnificent views of the ocean, the resort’s infinity pool is contemporary in design and features white loungers, umbrellas and beds.  Its adjacent pool grille provides food & beverage service throughout the day.  Menu items include conch delicacies, hamburgers, chicken fingers, rum punch and frozen cocktails.

Massage – Swedish and Thai massage services can be performed poolside under a cabana or in the privacy of the guest’s condominium or home.
Beach – guests can enjoy the five miles of white sand beaches lining the property and the resort’s giant palapas providing shade.  
Playground – A sandy children’s recreational area is a favorite among younger guests, featuring a jungle gym with slides and various climbing elements.  Two tennis courts will be built nearby.
Coming soon:

Fisherman’s Village – Select shops will be opening this coming February/March and more will be introduced throughout the year.  The quaint plaza area will feature a two-story, bay front, two-story Marina Restaurant, coffee bar, ice cream parlour, liquor store and cigar shop.  Shopping enthusiasts will jewelry and watch retailers and a boutique, offering a blend of casual beachwear and island-inspired fashions.  Additionally, Fisherman’s Village will be home to all of the necessities for resort living that include a food mart, golf cart rentals, fuel and a bait & tackle shop.

	Real Estate Opportunities:


	Condominiums range from studios measuring at 640 sq. ft. to three bedroom/three bath units at 1,570 sq. ft.  Prices begin at $249,000.  Furniture packages and marina slips are sold separately.
Bayfront lots begin at $700,000.  Oceanfront estate lots cost $1,800,000.  Home prices are additional, starting at $325,000. Three bedroom oceanfront Treehouses cost $1,400,000 (lot and home included).

Private Island – The Bimini Bay Island Estate collection offers thirty private island residences that can be accessed from their individual docks or the short bridge connecting the island with the resort.  Buyers can enjoy exclusive amenities that include a waterfront pool, massage hut, playground and secure key card access.  Lot sizes range from approximately 9,483 sq. ft. to 16,244 sq. ft. and begin at $650,000.  Buyers can choose from four single family residence floor plans, ranging in size from 2,500 sq. ft. to 3,000 sq. ft. and begin at $578,285.  Lot prices begin at $650,000.  
  

	On the Horizon:
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On the Horizon (cont’d):


	The Conrad Bimini Bay – scheduled to open in 2008, the hotel will offer 250 luxurious guest rooms, several fine restaurants, beach club and a 40,000-sq.-ft. casino.  An additional wing of 160 residences will be constructed adjoining the hotel.
Mega Yacht Marina – also opening in 2008 is the resort’s marina with 416 slips (for owners and hotels guests) that can accommodate mega yachts.  It will have a large infinity pool, fitness center, salon and conference facilities.
Spa – Opening in 2008, this oceanfront, stand alone full-service spa is situated between Bimini Bay Resort’s condominium/villas and The Conrad hotel.

Golf Course – Robert Trent Jones, Jr. designed the links-style Devil’s Triangle Golf Course at the northern tip of the island between the Atlantic Ocean and Bimini Bay.  The course, offering ocean views from every hole, will feature a clubhouse, pro shop, locker rooms and restaurant.
Future real estate opportunities – By 2010, Bimini Bay Resort + Casino will have approximately 2,000 units spread over 700 acres.  Designs include over water bungalows, golf course condominiums and homes, spa condominiums and a private bungalow island.  


	Preserve:
	Bimini Bay Resort + Casino is allocating a substantial portion of mangrove forest to a Preserve, which will be left in its natural state for generations to come.  These mangroves serve as a nursery for marine life and waterfowl. Here, ecotourists can enjoy various activities such as birding, fishing and kayaking. 



	Rental Program:


	Owners have the option of including their condominiums and homes in the resort’s rental program to offset carrying costs. Boat slips can be entered into the rental program as well.

The Bimini Breeze, a high-speed ferry operating from Bimini to the Port of Miami, will begin roundtrip service at the end of September 2006. Travel time is 2½ hours.
