2. Ultra high heels. Rosanelli recommends black satin Pedro Garcia four-inch sling black heels. Add glistening rhinestones on top your toes for a gorgeous look, she says.
3. Big Boots, little booties.  Shoes, shoes, more shoes! “Christian Louboutin’s exquisite suede booties at Neiman’s are fabulous and so are Cole Haan comfy booties at Bloomingdale’s,” Davis says. For the men: John Varvatos classic leather boots at Gary’s.
4. Hot, hot, hot workout clothes. “Go for a black low-rise pant with the top and jacket to match. Lots of great fitting choices at lululemon,” suggests Rosanelli. “Very slimming. Almost elegant. And a hit with the male audience.”

5. Skinny pants in dark washes. The clean lines look fabulous under big sweaters, coats and jackets with volume. “Try Paige Premium Denim at American Rag and Bloomingdale’s,” Davis says. Adds Rosanelli: You can’t go wrong in dark denim this season.
