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The Walrus is one of the Pacific Northwest’s favorite classic rock bands. Since 1996, their rich vocal harmonies and sizzling musical arrangements on cover tunes from the Beatles to the B-52s have energized audiences of all ages. 

In 2006, the Walrus released its first album of 11 new rock classics written by band members. Appropriately titled, "Uncovered," the Walrus' debut classic rock CD features rock, pop and folk vocal arrangements and harmonies reminiscent of the Beatles and Crosby Stills Nash & Young combined with melodies inspired by the rock ‘n’ roll era.
The band consists of five seasoned professionals. Jamie Shea, lead vocalist, and guitarist/vocalist Chuck Dingée are hard-core Beatles fans who have been playing Fab Four tunes for more than 30 years in separate bands. When Shea was 13 and just learning to play her first guitar, she wrote a novella about the Beatles. Dingée saw the Beatles in Comiskey Park, Chicago, in 1966, shortly after he got his first guitar on which he only played Beatles songs. 

They have teamed up to “Walrus-ize” rock classics with other self-described Beatlemaniacs: Michael “Ringo” O’Neal on drums; Joe Young, a prolific songwriter who plays a blazing electric guitar, and Walt Burkett, the barefoot bass player. All band members sing, so the classic rock and swing tunes they perform are vocally rich. 

The Walrus has developed a large following playing classic pop and rock covers — including Queen’s “Bohemian Rhapsody” and songs by Sheryl Crow, Manhattan Transfer, Eagles, B-52s, Derek & the Dominoes, CSNY and many others. The band’s original songs have also been well received by their fans.

The Walrus has headlined numerous festivals in Northwest Washington, including the Ski to Sea Fairhaven Festival, West Coast Sea Kayak Symposium, Skagit Valley Tulip Festival, AT&T Maritime Festival, and others. They have entertained at political rallies, Fab Four-Oh events at the Edgewater Hotel, New Year’s parties contests and high-level corporate events.
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
