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Michael has spent the past seventeen years serving as a social intrapreneur in the government, philanthropic and human-service sectors. He has collaborated with nonprofits, cities, states and federal agencies to create more than 1,000 units of affordable housing, 500 jobs and 10,000 families receiving human services.  He currently serves as a Senior Community Planning and Development Representative in the Chicago Regional Office of the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). In his position, he manages a housing, community and economic development portfolio of approximately $100 million dollars. Prior to joining HUD, Michael served in senior management positions within a nationally recognized community foundation and youth-development organization.  

While serving as Director of Community Leadership for The Greater Kansas City Community Foundation and Affiliated Trusts, Michael was instrumental in helping build the organization’s capacity to raise $121 million from individual donors in 1998. This revenue amount earned the Foundation the honor of being recognized by The Chronicle of Philanthropy as receiving more contributions than any other community foundation in America. 


As President of YouthNet of Greater Kansas City, Michael successfully led an 18-month reorganization that resulted in: (1) elimination of a $750,000 operating deficit in 30 days, (2) refocusing of YouthNet’s corporate identity, collateral materials and products lines from 13 to 3, (3) restructuring of the Board of Directors from 30 to 19 and (4) securing $500,000 in cash reserves.

In February, 2007 Michael launched SimplePath, Inc. (www.simplepath.org), a for-profit social enterprise that provides families convenient and time-saving ways to participate in making the world a better place while also strengthening family members’ character and bringing them closer together! SimplePath helps families develop a tradition of philanthropy.

Michael, a life member of Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity, Inc., has lectured at the University of Michigan's Ross School of Business and served as an Adjunct Professor at Harold Washington College, an affiliate of the City Colleges of Chicago. He also served in the United States Army and completed Harvard University's Executive Program in Public Management. He is currently a doctoral candidate at The George Washington University. His dissertation focuses on strengthening public policy leaders’ ability to more effectively solve major social problems.
