Pewsitter.com is unique Catholic website that has just been launched which will feature the Catholic news of the day, not only nationally and internationally, but also in each of the 189 Catholic dioceses throughout the U.S.
 
Pewsitter has been modeled after several existing sites on the web.  One is the Drudgereport.com that receives almost 15 million visitors every day.  However, in addition to being a news aggregator like Drudge, Pewsitter also will rely heavily upon user-provided news content.  The concept is to enlist an army of faithful Catholics to be the eyes and ears for this new site.  All information submitted will be reviewed/verified prior to posting on the site – to maintain the factual accuracy of the information and the integrity of the web site.
