Friday evening will feature screenings of films in competition and special presentations of other works not in competition.
The theme for the Saturday Panel is “Creating Media That Matters”.  Panelists include John K. Bucher, Jr. Filmmaker/ Executive Director, Damah Film Festival; Oscar Daniels, Filmmaker / Sundance “Official Selection” for “Among Thieves”, Paul Kim, Documentary filmmaker / MFA candidate, American University; Andrea Wiley, Director “SOULMATE”, Clean Heart Production and TV sitcom writer; and moderator Rik Swartzwelder, Filmmaker.
