Jones says that, using tex2, a pre pay user could save anything up to £25 a month on their text bill: much more if they regularly text abroad.  “The only problem we’ve had is with people telling us tex2 is too good to be true.  I’m here to say, loud and clear, that it isn’t.”

Lorraine Keane, is enthusiastic about tex2. “I have a boyfriend in Ireland and I was spending more than £70 a month on texting too and fro.  It’s a couple of quid now; I hardly notice it and we’re texting all the time,” she says.

Stuart Kennedy is in his final year at Aberdeen University and a tex2 fan. “As a student at I take my virtual hat off to you - I wish there were more people who shared your altruistic approach.”
Adds Jones, “We have developed several commercial applications based on the core technology, which pay the bills to keep the free tex2 service up and running. That means we’re able to pledge that tex2 will always be free to download and use --- with no strings attached.”
