Neil had the idea for Thamesvalleypod.tv at the January 2006 planning meeting of Maidenhead Ecademy – a networking meeting of local businesses that meets monthly at Norden Farm. First round of funding was secured in the summer 2006 from Music Systems Ltd, now rebranded as pod3av.com
