About the “apology”
 
There is a high spiritual undertone to these words. The apology was for his own sense of self balance as much as it was for others to hear. The processing underneath the words deals with self image combined with a wee bit of justice. There was a conflict of emotions involved in the planning of the apology but they hinged on something akin to guilt about something in the past. The apology was done first for spiritual reasons and then as resource management. Third was a protection of self image and forth was just to get it done because he realized that his sense of self justice depended on it. His frequencies of voice expression were not visible on a physical level – only on levels of mental strength. He knew what he needed to say and said it. The words themselves were gut level on air because he had already talked them to himself and went on air in a mental state to move through the motions. This is his protect mode. He tends to go to this mode when threatened with words or criticism of his plans. His self approval about the incident was one of the lowest expressions on the chart.

Points of Importance, Attention and Consequence
