ABOUT THE ARTIST


David Tobey, son of the late well-known historical painter, illustrator and muralist Alton S. Tobey (1914-2005), is a lifetime resident of Westchester who started painting in his early childhood in his father’s studio. He also had a serious interest in music, fostered perhaps in no small part by his mother Rosalyn Tobey, who was a distinguished concert pianist. 


In his teens, David studied art at The Art Students League in New York and violin at The Music Conservatory of Westchester. He subsequently gained admission to The Julliard School of Music and graduated there with a performance degree in 1975. He also holds a Master's degree in Studio Art from The College of New Rochelle, in the city where he currently lives with his family. In addition to being a painter and sculptor, David enjoys a busy career as a violinist and teacher in the New Rochelle school system, and he performs with many New York City freelance orchestras and with Broadway shows. He is also a member of The Westchester Philharmonic. He has appeared on radio and on TV discussing his art.


David describes his work in his own words as: "exploring the aesthetic between visual abstraction and music ... and exploring energy and rhythm with a strict eye on the structured whole." A 2003 magazine review of his first one-man show in New York City describes his painting: "He rides the rhythms in his canvases and reigns them in, much as a composer controls the ebb and flow of a symphony as it is coaxed into being. As with any piece of music, this involves a synthesis of spontaneity and restraint, as he works and reworks the composition, balancing its various elements until they coalesce in a dynamic chromatic and formal fusion".


Tobey's art has been published on the album cover “First Flight” by Oren Fader, on posters at New York's Lincoln Center and his work is in the collection of the George Bush Library. He has published his art as prints with Scafa, Modern Art and Ray Greenberg Art Publishing, and he has had many one-man and group exhibitions in the greater New York metro area, Westchester and Connecticut. In his most recent one-man show in New York, at Chelsea’s Pleiades Gallery in November 2006, his work was reviewed by Cornelia Seckel, Editor of Art Times, who described it as "mesmerizing -- so much movement and color". Ed McCormack,  in a full page review of the show in Gallery & Studio magazine that month, wrote about Tobey's sculpture as "surpassing even that of [Julio] Gonzales," and his paintings as "continuing to evolve at a pace with his native talent". 


Along with his exhibition at The Gallery at Cunningham’s, two of David’s sculptures were in the 39th Anniversary Exhibit group show of  The Contemporary Artist’s Guild  at Broome Street Gallery in New York City May 1st through May 13th, and he will be having a one-man show of his work at Pleiades Gallery, also in New York from September 25 - October 13th, 2007. He will also be exhibiting work at the office of the Manhattan Borough President at a date and time to be announced, and an exhibition of his work is planned in conjunction with a Westchester benefit concert featuring opera superstar Renée Fleming in the fall.
