Management Team

Dale Jensen, Cofounder and Chief Executive Officer 

Mr. Jensen has Bachelor of Sciences and Master of Arts degrees from the University of North Dakota, and co-founded Aatrix Software in 1987 while in graduate school.  Aatrix develops and markets accounting software for the Macintosh computer, and in 1999 licensed a customized version of its payroll software to Intuit, who bundled it with QuickBooks for Mac OS from 1999 until 2006.  Mr. Jensen was the primary architect and sole programmer for the payroll software.  Mr. Jensen also designed a software-based tax 

form filing solution that has been licensed by a number of accounting software firms, including Peachtree, MYOB, and Open Systems. A patent was granted in 2007 for this system: #7171615, 

Justin Bartak, Cofounder and Chief Technical Officer 

Mr. Bartak was responsible for leading Aatrix Software's Information Technologies group. Before joining 

Aatrix Software, Justin was CEO of a new media company that specialized in digital content development and creation. Bartak joined Aatrix Software in 1997 as the Vice President of Information Technologies, and was a key player in the architecture of Aatrix's Internet offerings. Bartak designed, architected, and wrote multiple web applications / web technologies currently being utilized throughout the Aatrix organization 

and with an array of company partners (Intuit, MYOB, The Sage Group, and many others). 

Market and Competition

Ntractive is initially focused on the small business market, specifically Mac OS X-based companies 

with between 5 and 50 employees.  Its first-release product is targeted in particular towards businesses 

(or business departments) engaged in marketing, media, design, or development.  Based on the founders’ prior experience and discussions with other experts in this market, the company estimates there are 20,000 such businesses in the U.S. that meet these criteria.  The Mac platform is experiencing rapid growth (30% over the past year) and yet lacks any platform-specific solutions for online small business management.  

Key existing players in the customer relationship management (CRM)/business management market are Salesforce.com, NetSuite (IPO December 2007, NYSE: N), and SugarCRM, along with a number of minor products from companies including Microsoft, Sage, and Intuit. None of these offerings includes a Mac OS X-specific solution, generally a requirement for success selling into this market.  To date, more than 500 companies have signed up to participate in Ntractive’s upcoming Elements SBM™ beta test.
