With seven skill-level
divisions and special 17 & under, and 12 & under events for younger players, all comers are welcome to
participate -- there’s something for everyone!

The tournament is organized by Kentucky’s own Independent Foosball Promotions and is sanctioned by
ITSF and the United States Table Soccer Federation. Sponsors of the event include TornadoFoosball.com,
Budweiser, Rent Way, Little Caesars Pizza, and the Lexington Holiday Inn North, while sponsors of the U.S.
