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How much does The Body Tub cost?


The close-to-custom tubs start at $950 (colors white and biscuit) with a fully loaded close-to-custom costing around $3,300.  The completely customized tubs start at $5,000.  Remember that these tubs are made of high quality materials and are custom made for your body.
