Our mission is non-denominational and politically neutral.  We do not aim to influence legislation directly.  Instead, we pray for our country and ask our Heavenly Father to guide our legislators across this great land to honor the Word of God as they represent millions of Christian citizens throughout the United States,” Rev. Huggins continues.
The June schedule also includes Juneau Alaska on June 21 and Boise Idaho on June 28.  All communion services take place on each Saturday at 11:23 a.m.  The Campaign for National Communion will culminate on the steps of our nation’s capitol in Washington DC on December 20.
