Her “Persimmon” won Best of Still Life in the 2006 International Realist Competition and was selected by the Artist’s Magazine for its December cover “Best Art of 2006” edition. In this the Artist’s Magazine annual competition she won “Best Still Life” award, outshining 1600+ entries in the genre. Her “Garden Foley” was selected for a national tour of 7 museums, exhibiting 2008-2010.
