A 2-lane warm-up and swim lesson pool attached to zero-depth pool 

· A 24-foot-high slide tower with splash pool

Extensive shading and individual seating and bleachers throughout the pool area

Riverwalk pathway leads visitors from adjacent community park through pool building,      ending at the slide tower

A 10,000-square-foot community pool building 

• 
Central administration and lifeguard space within main oval architectural feature for visual access to pools 

·  Four dedicated family changing/shower/restrooms to handle many different user group needs 

• 
Double-sided concessions area for park and pools 

· Party rental/meeting rooms adjacent to zero-entry pool 

· Patio/barbecue area next to rental rooms 

· Naturally ventilated/day lit meeting, locker, restroom and shower spaces

Organically shaped lobby space edged with Riverwalk stone which mirrors the nearby Feather River in shape and composition

90 percent of existing trees were preserved and incorporated into the design and construction of the park

Sustainable building measures include high-efficiency heating, ventilation and air conditioning (HVAC) units, low flow plumbing fixtures and low maintenance, recyclable aluminum roofing.
