DANIEL MAZE, Director

 

DANIEL MAZE started his professional career as a DJ in the Belgian club scene in the ’90s, and soon became one of the top DJs in Belgium, eventually making the transition to music producer. Producing his own brand of dance music, he received several gold and platinum records, including Top 10 hits like “Lights from Above” (1997), “Born in the 70s” (1998) and “Scoop” (1999).  

After a decade of success and recognition in the music field, Daniel was ready to embrace his true love -- visual production. He founded MAZEfilms in 2004, offering complete production and post capabilities including sound mixing, DI and CG creation and compositing. As the company quickly found success, Daniel was directing music videos, commercials and corporate videos for many Belgian industry leaders. 

His love for directing prompted him to create MAZEcorporate, specifically to handle commercial clientele. This allowed him to focus MAZEfilms on his passion for filmmaking. He produced and directed the fantasy short film, "Eli," in 2005, showcasing cutting-edge special effects and awe-inspiring production design -- with the full workflow and CGI all done in-house by MAZEfilms. The success of "Eli" convinced Daniel to take the next step -- helming a feature-length film. 

Daniel’s commitment to his true love paid off in 2006, when MAZEfilms became the first Belgian production company ever to raise funds from private investors and then shoot a feature-length film in Hollywood. The resulting horror film, "Cornered!," is truly a one-of-a-kind production. And, as far as Daniel is concerned, this is only the beginning.

ALAN NOEL VEGA, Producer

 ALAN NOEL VEGA has worked on motion pictures and video games since 1989, primarily as a producer, line producer, 2nd unit action director/choreographer and stunt coordinator. He started as a film development executive with Alex Ho and Oliver Stone, eventually moving to physical production, where he had the opportunity to work with American and international directors, including Stone, Kathryn Bigelow, Doug Liman, Hong Kong’s Tsui Hark and Sammo Hung, even Germany’s notorious Uwe Boll. He has shot films in the U.S. as well as internationally, and has worked with such stars as Faye Dunaway, Jackie Chan, Jet Li, Sir Ben Kingsley and Anupam Kher. 

In addition to films, Vega works on stunt action and directing for video games. His video game credits include "Spiderman 3," "Lord of the Rings 3," "James Bond," "Fight Club," "Star Wars," "Soldier of Fortune," "Dancing with the Stars" and "Call of Duty." Vega managed the first-ever U.S./China Film Industry Conference and the Los Angeles Latino International Film Festival for Actor Edward James Olmos.  Vega also served as U.S. liaison for the Shanghai International Film Festival and China Star Entertainment.

 KEITH DUNKERLEY, Director of Photography 

KEITH DUNKERLEY's interest in filmmaking was clear from early childhood. At age 11, he attended Cinekyd, a film school for kids in the suburbs of Philadelphia. By 13 he was teaching at Cinekyd during weekends and summer breaks. He continued to teach and produce an award-winning weekly television show. He is a graduate of Columbia College in Chicago, where he majored in cinematography and fine-tuned his skills shooting other students' films every chance he got. 

In March of 2001, Dunkerley was chosen by two-time Oscar-winning cinematographer Janusz Kaminski ("Schindler's List," "Saving Private Ryan") to intern for him on Steven Spielberg's "Minority Report." During the three-month shoot, Dunkerley stood side by side with Kaminski -- learning his craft from one of the most highly acclaimed cinematographers of our time. Dunkerley was then hired by Kaminski to work in the camera department on "Catch Me If You Can." He also worked in the camera department on Ridley Scott's "Matchstick Men." 

Shooting various features, commercials and music videos, Keith has worked with some of Hollywood's most sought-after talent, as well as up-and-coming directors. He has several projects awaiting final cut and is set to shoot more features and commercials in the near future. 

ROGER C. AMBROSE, Production Designer

ROGER C. AMBROSE is a versatile, veteran art director, as well as an artistic and innovative production designer. His work includes designs for film and television as well as several major concerts, conventions and live Internet broadcasts. He has over 25 years of professional experience in bringing production value to the screen. 

Ambrose began his career at the historic Desilu Studio in Hollywood, as the staff art director for four sitcoms. Additionally, he was the art director on numerous pilots for ABC, MCA Universal, MGM, New World Pictures, PBS, Poly Gram Entertainment, Studios USA, WTBS and the Arthur Company. 

As a freelance art director, he has designed sets for hundreds of national commercials, infomercials and music video productions. Among the notable artists he has designed for are Barbra Streisand, Sean “Puffy” Combs, Aaliyah, Erykah Badu, Warren G and Snoop Doggy Dogg. 

As the resident designer for Santa Susana Repertory Company at the Forum Theatre in Thousand Oaks, Calif., Ambrose has taken on the responsibility of the theatrical designs and set construction since SSRC’s opening season. In addition to SSRC, he continues to freelance in theater productions throughout Southern California. Although his career spans a number of design venues, Ambrose’s focus continues to be in feature films. He has completed numerous features and indie shorts such as the cult classic "Return of the Killer Tomatoes."

BILL MINGS, Visual FX Supervisor

 BILL MINGS began his film career as the director of photography for an independent film production company making theatrical features and made-for-TV movies. In 1980, Mings started his own film production company, writing, producing and directing several motion pictures, a number of which received international awards --including a Silver Angel award, as well as eight Crown awards. It was at this point that Mings discovered computers and with them, a whole new avenue of artistic expression. 

It didn’t take long for Mings to become proficient in computer animation, and he was soon producing 3D animation for a CBS television special. Through CBS, Mings met Greg Pyros, owner of an independent animation and visual effects company. The two joined forces in 1994, as Mings became the supervising animator for Pyros Pictures. During his 10 years with the company, Mings created hundreds of animations for a diverse range of clients, as well as visual effects for companies like Touchstone, Disney and Warner Bros. He has also worked on cutting-edge technology, such as optical motion capture and 3D laser scanning. 

In 2005, Mings decided to go back to freelance work, where he continues to create computer animation and visual effects for a variety of clients. He is an active member of the Visual Effects Society and has been featured in Who’s Who in Entertainment and Who’s Who in California. 

SASKIA BOEDT, Executive Producer

She not only brings first-rate money management expertise to MAZEfilms, she also shares a passion for movies with the rest of the team.  KONSTANTINOS ZACHAROPOULOS, Composer

KONSTANTINOS ZACHAROPOULOS was born in Greece in 1980. He is a composer/musicologist and Ph.D. candidate of the Department of Music Studies at the University of Athens. In addition to numerous awards and scholarships in Greece, he was awarded the Jerry Goldsmith Award for Best Music for Short Film at the International Film Music Conference in Spain in 2008. He previously had two nominations at this festival in both 2006 and 2007. 


His credits include a Greek documentary, the Greek short film, "Doves," and the upcoming American supernatural drama, "A Time for the Heart," as well as the new horror-suspense film "Cornered!" 

TOMMY COSTER JR., Song Writer

TOMMY COSTER Jr. is a Los Angeles-based keyboardist and producer/composer and has composed music for many artists of all styles and eras.  

His first co-write was “Zulu,” with Carlos Santana, when Tommy was just 11 years old. The collaboration earned him his first gold record when he was 12. He co-wrote and co-produced two contemporary jazz records with his father, Tom Coster, which charted in the Billboard Top 10, as well as three fusion jazz records -- which featured such musicians as Dennis Chambers, Michael Brecker, Mark Isham, Steve Smith and many more.

Coster Jr. later met Dr. Dre through Dennis Chambers, which led to many urban-based projects, the first being Eminem’s "The Marshall Mathers LP." Notably he co-wrote and performed on “The Real Slim Shady,” off that groundbreaking album. 20 million records later, Coster Jr. found himself co-writing with Dr. Dre again, not yet knowing that “Heat,” one of the tracks he and Dr. Dre had co-written, would end up on 50 Cent’s first record, "Get Rich or Die Tryin’." 

Coster Jr.’s urban roots and love for scoring were about to pay off. He began to score independent films for Miramax, Xenon Pictures, Steven Seagal and Snoop, and create cinematic intros for various tracks that Dr. Dre was producing. Among those credits include “Stan” for the Elton John/Eminem Grammy performance, the intro for the Game’s “How We Do” video, along with musical score for the “Up In Smoke” and “Anger Management” tours. 

Film trailer companies began to call on Coster Jr. for original music for various films. He wrote original music for "Serving Sara," "The New Guy," "Barbershop 2," "Dumber than Dirt," "Chasing Papi," "Freaky Friday," "Little Black Book," "The Honeymooners," "Roll Bounce," "Underclassman," "Stormbreakers" and "I Think I Love My Wife." He has scored a handful of independent films as well, and recently had the opportunity to work on "Miami Vice" with Michael Mann.
