Krumlr has captured many of the favorite features of other popular social networking websites like Digg, Delicious, and Stumble Upon and incorporated them into a simplified social bookmarking system. Whenever you discover a page worth sharing, you can choose to “Add-a-Krum” from your browser toolbar and save it with a simple click for other “Krumstrs” who follow you. This way, other people in your social network can then track your “Trail Krum” activity throughout the day as you can theirs.  The more popular “Page Krums” are promoted to the front page for everyone to see. Krumstrs can also build online catalogs of bookmarks on subjects of interest for sharing with others as well as saving bookmarks for private use.
