Spot Elevation Examples: Out-of-the-box compared to U.S. CAD Template 
In this example below, you can see a comparison between the out-of-the-box spot elevation styles on the left and the U.S. CAD version on the right. These styles were developed by U.S. CAD to meet the general requirements of most agencies and represent a better starting point for a company building their own unique styles. If you take a closer look, you would notice that the spot elevation labels have been customized to show elevations for Top of Curb (TC) and Finished Surface (FS) and that the elevations vary because a formula has been custom built into the label. Also custom built in the label is all the positing of the text, and the leader.

Cross Section Examples: Out-of-the-box compared to U.S. CAD Template 
In this example below, you can see a comparison between the out-of-the-box cross section styles and cross section labeling styles on the left and the U.S. CAD version on the right. These styles were developed by U.S. CAD to meet the general requirements for cross sections by most agencies and represent a better starting point for a company building their own unique cross section styles. The issue with the out-of-the-box styles for cross sections is mainly the problem of labels sitting on top of each other. You can see with the U.S. CAD version that the labels are quite easy to read such that they clearly communicate the design intent. 
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
