
More than 1.4 million people are waiting to learn if they will 
receive their Social Security Disability Insurance (SSDI) award. 
Newcomers to the complex and cumbersome SSDI application 
process may not be fully aware of their options when seeking 
help or the average length of time to receive benefi ts, which can 
typically take two to four years.

First and foremost, we understand the monetary strain a 
disability can have on your fi nances. We know you’ve worked 
hard over the years and would like to preserve your savings. 
We know you want to continue to receive a monthly income 
even though your medical condition prevents you from 
working. Allsup focuses on obtaining your award at the earliest 
possible level and as quickly as possible to secure your long-term 
fi nancial benefi ts.

One-Time Fee with No Extra Costs
Th e fee for SSDI representation by any organization—such 
as Allsup or an attorney—is determined by the SSA and is a 
one-time percentage of any retroactive benefi ts you are due. 
Currently, under the SSA’s fee agreement approval process, it 
is 25 percent of the retroactive dollar amount awarded, not to 
exceed $5,300. Allsup only charges a one-time fee if your claim 
is approved, so we get paid only if you get awarded. Th ere are 
no other fees and we do not charge for expenses such as travel or 
for collecting medical records as other organizations might. 

Example (see box below): If you’re awarded a $1,000 monthly 
benefi t and the award is retroactive 10 months ($10,000), your 
representation fee would be $2,500 (25 percent x $10,000).

Example: If you’re awarded a $1,000 monthly benefi t and it 
takes 42 months to receive your benefi t, your representation fee 
would be capped at $5,300 on the $42,000 retroactive award 
rather than $10,500 (25 percent x $42,000).

Below is a sample calculation of how small Allsup’s fee is 
compared to the long-term fi nancial benefi ts you may receive.

Once the initial award is made, 
regular monthly benefi ts begin.

Ongoing benefi ts with an annual benefi t of $12,000 a year:

10 years = $120,000 + cost-of-living increases
20 years = $240,000 + cost-of-living increase
30 years = $360,000 + cost-of-living increases
