SCRANTON, PA. - On April 22, 2010 a new law protecting our children from the harmful effects of lead paint will take affect. 

”Lead paint in homes has been a hot topic for many years. This law is certainly needed and long over due. It may cost a little more to hire a trained professional, however, proper lead paint removal today will preserve the value of your home when you decide to sell tomorrow.

No one wants to see the cost of construction increase, even by a minimal amount. “ This is a price we will all have to pay for the safety and health of our families,” concluded Perez. “ No financial arguments can be made.”
