Decade in Review 2000 - 2010

· Scientology Churches, Missions and affiliated groups now exceed 8,000, more than triple the first 50 years, and individuals completing Scientology courses numbered 10 times the total of the 1990s.  
· The close of the first decade of the 2000s saw the completion of a 25-year endeavor involving 2 million man-hours to verify and restore the 2,500 recorded lectures and 18 books by L. Ron Hubbard that comprise the core of the religion’s Scripture.    

· 81 million L. Ron Hubbard books and lectures on Dianetics and Scientology have been distributed in the last decade, compared to 5.6 million in the prior decade. More than 68 million of that 81 million have been distributed in the last two years—more than during the first 50 years of Dianetics and Scientology combined.

· Over 4 million pages of L. Ron Hubbard’s writings have been translated in the last 10 years, compared to a total of 359,459 in the prior 50 years. 

· 15 new ideal central Scientology Churches have been dedicated and opened since 2003–in Madrid, New York, London, Rome, Washington and other cities, with another 57 new Church buildings acquired and moving toward completion. 

· Scientology humanitarian and social betterment programs to address and resolve the major ills of society have now reached 1.5 billion people worldwide.

· The Scientology Volunteer Minister Corps swelled from 6,000 on 9/11/2001 to more than 200,000 in 170 nations today, serving 10 million disaster victims in every part of the world, 10 times the number served in the previous decade.

· The Church’s global human rights education initiative, including 30 public service announcements and The Story of Human Rights documentary,  reached nearly half the world’s young people in the first decade of the new century, raising awareness of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and calling for its implementation throughout the world.

· The Scientology-sponsored Truth About Drugs campaign produced 16 public service announcements and 13 fact-filled booklets and a 13-part documentary about the most commonly abused drugs, told by former addicts. These multimedia components reached 500 million at-risk age groups with the truth about drugs.

· Secular social betterment programs that utilize L. Ron Hubbard’s discoveries in resolving drug abuse, criminality, illiteracy, and immorality also achieved unprecedented growth in the past decade: 

· Narconon drug rehabilitation and prevention programs now operate through 121 centers around the world. 

· The new international headquarters for The Way to Happiness Foundation was opened in California in 2003, resulting in the establishment of 250 chapters in 154 nations and distribution of 85 million copies of The Way to Happiness in 94 languages. This has contributed to reducing violence, crime and conflict among warring factions and nations.

· Applied Scholastics International Training Campus, opened in 2003, serves as the academic hub of a network of schools, literacy centers and educators in 43 nations, helping more than 20 million students with 
L. Ron Hubbard’s Study Technology, dramatically improving student test scores and revitalizing educators and entire school systems.  
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
