Aquarium, go eco-kayaking, take a surf lesson and explore the diverse marine ecology of the southeastern North Carolina coast.  This marine biology camp is ideal for students who are interested in sea turtles and marine life, who love the outdoors, and who are excited for a unique, hands-on experience over summer vacation.
Founder Jen Civelli remarks, "We are so excited to bring teens out here that have an interest in marine biology and sea turtles to really encourage and teach them how much fun marine science can be, and show them what a difference they can make as an individual.  Sea Turtle Camp strives to show teens how they can have fun and be hard-working at the same time, all while giving back to the greater good of our environment."
