In the near future, My Ivy Leaguer is planning on offering a wide array of new products, honing and refining its curriculum and teaching methods, and expanding both geographically and internally  By late September, My Ivy Leaguer is going to have a published book: 100 Points to 100 Points: The Ivy League SAT Strategy, a classroom curriculum based on individual learning methods, a proprietary online training software, and a series of "SAT Crash Courses" meant to give students focused, rapid improvement in a short period of time. 
My Ivy Leaguer is bringing on more employees on a monthly basis.  We have recently hired a full-time tutor manager, trainer, and curriculum developer, as well as multiple Customer Care representatives.  In late September, we will be bringing on a full-time COO who will be working with our president to expand and improve the company on a daily basis. 
We are hoping that by mid 2011, our brand recognition will be at least 25% among mothers of high school students in Manhattan, Westchester, Fairfield County, Boston, and Northern New Jersey, and we are trying to triple our client base (and our number of tutors) at a minimum by then. 
We are also hoping to bring an even higher level of average improvement to all of our students.  While our current average score increase is slightly over 300 points, we are hoping to bring that to 380+ by the end of the fall.  We will do this by continually training and improving upon our tutors, honing our SAT curriculum, and bringing a higher level of customer service to all of our clients that will directly involve parents and teachers in the tutoring process to maximize its efficacy.
