Possum Kingdom Lake
, hailed as one of the “Great Lakes of Texas,” was rated by the Texas Almanac as the best and clearest man-made lake in the state. At Possum Kingdom Lake, you’ll find world-class boating, sailing and scuba diving on a clear and pristine body of water that spans over 18,000 acres and has a maximum depth of 145 feet, making it one of the state’s deepest lakes.
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Possum Kingdom Lake State Park, located in beautiful Palo Pinto County, Texas, encompasses 1,500 acres and offers camping, picnicking, swimming, fishing, hiking, biking and other outdoor activities. Located in the rugged canyon country of the Palo Pinto Mountains and Brazos River Valley, the park has a privately operated store and marina. 




The City of Graham, Texas

Bass Performance Hall

Fort Worth Zoo
 is home to 500 animal species and a world-famous reptile collection.  It was named one of the top zoos in America and the number one attraction in the Dallas/Fort Worth Metroplex by the Zagat Survey.  Don’t miss Texas Wild!  This 8-acre exhibit, dedicated to the Lone Star State’s native flora and fauna, houses more than 200 native Texas animals.




Sundance Square
, situated in the heart of downtown Fort Worth, features 20 blocks of renovated storefronts from the turn of the century.  The nostalgic buildings and red brick streets provide a very popular place to find great shopping, food and live performances of all kinds.  Sightseeing trolleys and horse-drawn carriages make it easier to take in all the sights.




Stockyards Station
 in Fort Worth, TX has storefronts from the late 1800’s and stores are full of western memorabilia.  Wild West performances are staged at the Cowtown Coliseum.  Riscky's and other restaurants offer steak, catfish and other local fare.  A children's amusement park features a lovely carousel and the Tarantula Train shuttles passengers on a nostalgic trip to and from Grapevine.




Fort Worth Botanical Gardens,
 the oldest botanic garden in Texas, covers 109 gorgeous acres.  The Garden is home to over 2,500 species of native and exotic plants that flourish in its 23 specialty gardens.  Enjoy the classic European design of the famous Rose Garden or the world-renowned Japanese Garden.
