ABOUT THE ARTIST

DAVID TOBEY

David Tobey studied art in his early years in the Larchmont NY studio of his father, the late historical illustrator and muralist Alton S. Tobey (1914-2005). This early academic studio training honed David's skills as a painter, and his father's tutelage also gave him an excellent familiarity with the disciplines and work required for a career in art. In his teens, David attended classes at The Art Students League, and had some of his early representational paintings licensed and published as reproduction art prints by Ray Greenberg Art Publishing and by Scafa. 

As a young man David also had a serious interest in music, fostered perhaps in no small part by his mother Rosalyn Tobey, who was a distinguished concert pianist and teacher. He continued in music by studying violin at The Music Conservatory of Westchester, and soon after gained admission to The Juilliard School, where he received his Bachelor of Music degree in 1975. In 2005 he was named by Juilliard's president Joseph Polisi as one of a diverse group of 100 of the school's most outstanding alumni. All during this time he continued painting, and had his work in many group exhibitions in the tri-state area. In 2003 he received his Master's Degree in art from The College of New Rochelle.   

Tobey actively teaches both music and art privately and in two schools in New Rochelle, and he regularly performs as a violinist member of the Westchester Philharmonic Orchestra and other musical groups. He is also very active as a painter & sculptor, with more than 20 solo and group exhibitions of his art in New York City and in the greater tri-state area over the past eight years, many of which have been benefits for not-for-profit organizations such as the American Cancer Society, The Westchester Philharmonic Orchestra, The Juilliard School, The National Scholastic Chess Foundation, The Danny Club and other groups he supports.
