Legal superbrand, QualitySolicitors, announces ‘explosive growth’ as legal services market braces itself for Autumn re-structure

Britain’s most innovative new legal services provider, QualitySolicitors, to add 

100 more High Street branches by the end of March

In a move destined to change the shape of the High Street legal services market forever, QualitySolicitors, the leading High Street legal services provider, will open its 170th branch by the end of March - less than 10 months after it opened its first branch.

The innovative legal services provider has seen explosive growth since it opened its first High Street branch in May 2010, as it moved from being an online business (www

com), to its new vision of becoming Britain’s market leading High Street legal services provider.

Now 100 more solicitors firms across England and Wales will re-brand under the name and quality mark of QualitySolicitors in two launch phases later this week and at the end of March.

The growth is set to take the group’s market share to 5% of the legal services industry by year end. 

“QualitySolicitors’ huge expansion is a real game changer for the High Street legal market,” said Craig Holt, CEO. “We want to make getting good legal advice as easy and reliable as going to an optician chain. Now the consumer can find all the advice and specialist legal support they need on the High Street, in the knowledge the firm they are going to has the backing of a National brand and assurance of quality.”

QualitySolicitors is a franchise-type organisation with existing law firms being selected, against strict criteria, to join the group and become QualitySolicitors. The group aims to become the first household name legal service for individuals and businesses in the UK. 

The latest expansion by the group comes as major changes in the legal market move ever closer with October being the date scheduled for the entry into the legal market of major brands such as supermarkets and banks. The Legal Services Act, commonly known as 'Tesco law', will allow these non-legal organisations to provide legal services for the first time with some membership-based brands such as SAGA, the AA and the Co-op all having already launched their own legal offering.

Holt predicts the legislation will ultimately see the demise of the totally independent, traditional law firm model. Comparing the reforms to the deregulation of optometry in the early 80s, he believes solicitors face a similar fate to independent opticians who now account for just 10% of the overall market. “QualitySolicitors is”, he says, "a brand which provides the best of both worlds: the best, most forward-looking and service focused independent legal practices in each town and city - operating under a national branding providing clients with confidence as to the standards and levels of service they can expect".  “For the first time", he continued, "individuals and businesses can escape the lottery of selecting a lawyer and use a recognised and trusted brand name, one specialising only in providing legal services."

Professor Stephen Mayson, Director of the Legal Studies Policy Institute, said of the expansion: “As QualitySolicitors continues to go from strength to strength, the parallels with the successful opticians’ brands become stronger. QualitySolicitors is growing at a remarkable rate. If they can successfully combine meaningful service innovations and consistency with their visibility and brand strength, then their goal of market prominence - or even dominance - in this highly fragmented legal market is certainly achievable.”

Holt, has also indicated the brand will continue to lead and innovate in legal services. “The legal market remains woefully behind the times as a service industry and QualitySolicitors is going to drive change.” he said.
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
