It does, however, "allow undocumented
stfudents to access the same financial aid opportunities as every other
child." Those eligible would be able to receive student loans to both
community colleges and four-year universities at a low interest rate.

The classic song “California Dreamin” was chosen as the anthem for the
California Dream Tweet march because it induces both lament and hope
while representing a basic cry of humanity.

Michelle Phillips is the lead artist/activist of the march and will conduct our
Latin, Rock, and Rhythm and Blues guitarist marchers.
