What are the goals of the EQWrite! program?

EQWrite offers unknown writers the opportunity to elevate their craft and begin honing their work toward attaining publishing standards.

Does EQWrite! guarantee publication?

No. No online writing class can guarantee publication. What it can do is help writers bring their work up to publishing standards and (in the “The Road to Publishing” class) guide them through the convoluted process of trying to get published.

How will EQWrite! get me writing?

EQW will equip you with all the tools you need to write effectively and intentionally. Taking pen to paper in the end is up to the writer.

How will I submit my work

Through a private Google site set up by the instruction. All assignments are given from that site; all work of the participants is posted there; and instructor feedback is rendered there.

Is it safe to post my work online?

Yes. The Google site set up for each class is private and accessible only to those who register. No one else can see the work.

How many students are in each class?

The size of each class depends upon the topic, since the instructor is only one person and will be reading all material daily. The average size is approximately 30 people.

Will other members of the online class have access to my work.

Peer review (and thus access) is optional and encouraged. However, if a writer does not want his or her work viewed by fellow class members they retain that prerogative.

Are EQWrite classes accredited?

EQWrite classes exist for the person who wants to write and needs guidance and help. The price of each class is significantly lower than the average online class for the purpose of making this kind of help available to larger sectors of people. Accreditation is not part of this program. Learning to write well is.

Do you offer financial aid or a sliding scale?
