The pillbox interfaces seamlessly with the provided MedFolio computer software to initiate audio and visual alerts for scheduled doses stored in the database. The visual LED lighting system not only signifies that a medication dose is scheduled to be taken, but it also illuminates the exact compartment housing that scheduled medication dose. Patients and caregivers can opt to receive additional reminder alerts electronically through e-mail or text message notifications.
