After earning his J.D. from The University of Texas Law School in August, 1967, Tom practiced law at Fulbright & Jaworski in Houston, Texas for two years doing estate, trust and probate, tax and general litigation work. He was hired away by West Park Industries, a manufacturing company building its own product lines and doing contract machine work for both private industry and the United States government, as house counsel in 1970.

One year later Tom was made president and CEO of the company. His duties included manufacturing, finance, law, and management of up to fifty employees plant wide. The manufacturing processes included production and quality control of as many as twenty thousand units per week from production lines running twenty-four hours per day, six days per week.

Although Tom’s business interests precluded a full time law practice, he continued to involve himself in the legal profession over the years by managing the legal affairs of his family’s businesses including several major litigations. Tom used the computer in the management of his family’s real estate businesses, his law practice, and his analysis of financial and commodities markets.

Tom formed a litigation support firm which operated in the 1990’s providing litigation support to both law firms and corporations. The support firm built and integrated multiple large databases which were combined to allow multiple access criteria to the documents.  It was common for the databases to include 1,000,000 plus pages with abstracts for each document, searchable full-text for each page as well as an image (picture) of each page. The support firm also integrated computer systems that included printers, CD-Rom document storage and management from mainframe as well as desktop computers.  The primary client was Exxon, USA.

Tom wrote marketing pieces and technical manuals for each of the companies for which he worked.

Throughout his business career, Tom has been active in the real estate business.  He has developed small strip centers (Houston and San Antonio), owned and operated student housing projects (Austin and San Marcos), owned and operated a mobile home park (San Antonio), purchased land and planned an 865 acre mobile home park (Gunnison, CO), bought and refurbished homes to sell (Austin) and planned, developed, furnished, stocked, staffed, opened and provided management oversight (the first year) for a 46,000 sq. ft. family entertainment center which included movie theaters, bowling lanes, arcades, food court and an in-door miniature golf course.
