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Eldot, a simple cipher, is a nom de 
plume.

The novel is not autobiographical, but 
gaining a sense of who has written it is 
a reasonable expectation.

Eldot is retired, and has lived in the 
Pacifi c Northwest for most of his life.  
Mother Nature has been kind to him 
in most respects, but he has lots of 
grey hair and a modest potbelly.  The 
illusion in his mind that he is still in his 
thirties persists.

Barr’s Meadow is his fi rst novel.  Lots 
of urging and pushing by friends and 
relatives was the driver, not any need or 
ambition to publish.  But it was such 
fun that four sequels followed.  There 
may be more—who can tell?
