Previous iPhones value expected to plummet by up to 30 percent over the next month

During the iPhone 5 release Apple iPhones as a whole lost 26.34 percent of their trade-in value over a 30 day period. Consumers can trade-in early and fix their quoted price for 7-14 days
With the announcement of the iPhone 5S and 5C, the price of all the previous iPhone devices is expected to fall dramatically based on historic data. Below, we show how the value of an iPhone plummets after a release. 

This is due to demand in the second hand market dropping as huge volume of iPhones to be recycled on the 40+ recycle sites we compare as well as auction sites like eBay.
