The RevoLOLtion is Just a Kickstarter Away
London, United Kingdom – 2013, November – Charlie Chaplin once said, “A day without laughter is a day wasted.” In a world were war, poverty and natural disaster affect millions of unfortunate people everywhere, Chaplin’s statement is especially relevant. 

Laughter makes people feel good, and in an effort to bring that feeling to the masses, award-winning writer, director and actor, Greg Ash, and his cousin, Chris, are on a mission to spread their message through We Like Laughter, a project guaranteed to bring a smile to faces everywhere and, in the words of Ash, “bring laughter back to the streets.”
Ash’s films have been screened at festivals worldwide, including Cannes, New York and Palm Springs. Although the planned comedy sketches will be shown on the small screen and available to watch on YouTube, Ash has the experience to give them a big screen feel. 

When the We Like Laugher project is completed, Ash and his cousin will have produced five brilliant new comedy sketches complete with a lovable set of original characters. They call their campaign a revoLOLtion, and in many ways, it really is.

The pair recently created a Kickstarter page to raise funds for their endeavour, securing almost half of their target within the first few days of launching the online campaign.

Whilst many Kickstarter campaigns are focused solely on raising money, We Like Laughter takes things a step further. The Ash cousins are offering a £30 membership to join the RevoLOLtion and, in return, members will get the opportunity to contribute to the sketches. Whether it’s as a potential actor, crew member or writer, this is a genuine opportunity for the British public to get involved in creating some new comedy.

Ash stated, “Chris and I have already created a lot of new characters that we can’t wait to introduce to the public. However, the more money we raise the more ambitious we can be. People who donate to our Kickstarter campaign won’t just be giving us a hand-out. 

“By becoming a member of We Like Laughter, they’ll have the chance to star in sketches, help out on set, or even write their own sketch. We’re excited to unearth some new talents and see where this journey takes us.”

We like laughter. A lot. In fact you could say, we love laughter (but it was too late to change our name). Laughter makes us feel good, it brings us together, and has been proven by scientists to reduce stress and make women find you attractive.

With all the problems in the world - war, poverty, bad twerking - we feel like there's not enough laughter about. And we want to do something about this. 

Our mission is simple - to put some more comedy out into the world. The plan over the coming year is to make at least 5 gag-filled comedy sketches and post them to YouTube for you and the rest of the world to enjoy.

By donating £30 (or £25 if you're an Early Bird) you can become a We Like Laughter Member. This gets you the badge and the red beret, but it also means you'll be part of our team. We'll keep you in the loop on all developments and when we're planning a shoot we'll give you the chance to be involved. If you're an actor you can put yourself forward for a part, or if you're a crew member you can suggest yourself for a role. Or maybe you're new to film and you want some experience on set? Of course we can't guarantee a role for everyone but we'll try to include as many of our members in shoots as possible. We want this to be a large team.

Unfortunately the costs for making a high quality 5 minute sketch can seriously mount up. We need money to rent lighting and camera equipment, buy props and costumes, pay for locations, hire vans, and provide transport and food for our dedicated cast and crews. Despite people working for the love rather than money, those costs mount up. 

Given our experience in previous productions we've forecast that each sketch will cost around £1100 each. £5500 means 5 sketches. And because we've already paid for the boring bits, which means that every penny of your donation with be spent on making comedy.  

But it doesn't stop at £5,500. Anything extra will go on making these sketches look and feel even better. For every £1500 we bring in, we'll write and film another sketch. It's simple - More money, more funny!
