Early Reader school teachers can send in their requests for free books and be added to our growing list,” adds Italia Gandolfo Randa’s agent.  “I’m hoping the people out there who endorse my message of tolerance and care about promoting a society that is civil and accepting of everyone will donate to the campaign and help us send free copies to hundreds of kids and teachers!” Handler states.
